PIECE OF PAPER PRESS becomes ‘Pizza Paper Press’ for a day to celebrate publication of ‘Good Pizza’, by the 
acclaimed short story writer David Hayden. It’s a story about being young and about being old, about being 
out late in early snow. It’s also about pizza. But is it good pizza? 

THE FORTIETH TITLE in the series, ‘Good Pizza’ is published 6 July in a numbered limited-edition of 250. 
Hayden’s story was premiered in a live performance by actress Stephanie Ellyne at David Collard’s online 
salon The Glue Factory 26 July 2022. 

DAVID HAYDEN was born in Ireland and lives in England. His writing has appeared in A Public Space, 
Zoetrope, All-Story, Granta, The White Review, The Dublin Review, AGNI, New York Tyrant and The Georgia 
Review, and on BBC and RTÉ radio. He is the author of Darker With the Lights On (Carcanet/Transit), which 
was shortlisted for the Republic of Consciousness and Collyer Bristow Prizes, and was among the Irish Times 
Books of the Year.  

PIECE OF PAPER PRESS was created by author Tony White in 1994; designed as a low-tech, sustainable 
artists’ book series to publish new writing, visual and graphic works by artists and writers. Each miniature 
copy is made from a single A4 sheet, printed both sides and folded, stapled and trimmed by hand to create 
the book. Titles are always distributed free, usually in a limited edition of 150, with approx. 2/3 going to a 
slowly-evolving mailing list (that includes a growing number of past contributors) and 1/3 distributed by the 
artist or writer. Some titles are given away at live events. Remaining copies are added to an archive.
